Subject to the availability of seats, applicants may be invited
to participate in an interview and interaction session. The
purpose of this interaction is not to assess academic
achievement, but to understand the applicant's commitment
to the programme, willingness to learn, and readiness to
participate in the Institute's learning community.

STEP 3 Admission Decision
Successful applicants shall be notified of the admission
decision by both email and telephone and provided with
enrolment requirements and further instructions.

STEP 4 FEE PAYMENT & ENROLMENT
Admission is confirmed upon completion of the prescribed fee
payment and enrolment procedures.
